We have a simple workflow and metadata scheme, all staff have permission to publish & retrieve.

We have a Development & Implementation Group with reps from schools and services which discusses all aspects of implementation. We have taken a web 2.0 approach, using a wiki as our workspace and communicating via our blog.
