Sustaining Learning Repository Activities as SHARE Draws to a Close

The JISC (Joint Information Systems Committee) funded SHARE Project concluded its activities at the end of March. The project’s aim was to integrate sharing of learning and teaching resources via learning repositories in NOW.  Over the two year lifecycle of the project learning repositories were implemented for all schools and an NTU-wide repository was set-up to encourage cross-institutional sharing. Colleagues, also, have access to MERLOT – a multimedia educational resource for learning and online teaching and JorumOpen – learning resources shared by the HE community. With respect to embedding activities to maintain, promote and enhance the learning repositories, the project has integrated these into the following existing processes:

· Technical administration – If you experience any technical problems using any of the learning repositories contact elearninghelp@ntu.ac.uk 
· Training – the Centre for Professional Learning and Development has a workshop on learning repositories. All the learning repository guides are in the NOW Community under the Student tab
· Sharing practice and enhancements – It is hoped, that colleagues within schools who have used the learning repositories share their practice via school events. Additionally, the TELT-C has a “Sharing Practice” discussion area within the TELT-C learning room that is under the Staff tab. It is expected, that enhancements to the existing learning repositories be, also, facilitated by TELT-C. 

· Awareness of Open Educational Resources – This has been taken on by academic liaison colleagues within Libraries and Learning Resources as part of their resource discovery activities.
